On My Own Time

Employee Art Show
Rules for Entries

1. Participation: The On My Own Time Employee Art Show is open to Ben E.
Keith Beverage employees, their spouse or significant other, and their children ages 12
and up. Children will be judged separately and are ineligible to enter the region-wide
show. Children over the age of 18 will be considered adults.

2. Classification: Artists may enter their work in Division “A” (for Amateur) or
Division “B” (for Professional). If the answer is yes to any of the criteria listed below,
they must enter Division “B.” Please note that it is possible for an artist to be
Professional in one category and an Amateur in another.

DIVISION “B” (Professional) CRITERIA:

A person routinely sells his or her work in the category they are entering.

A person is employed in an art-related job and the category he/she is entering is
related to their profession. Examples of occupations falling in the advanced
division are: architects entering artwork containing structural drawings,
photographers entering photographs, graphic or advertising artists, or illustrators
entering graphic artwork. Ifthe person is entering artwork in a category that
differs from their professional field they will be considered an amateur. Please
note: The submitted entry must have been created “on his/her own time.”

A person has had a professional, curated, or gallery exhibition.

3. Categories: Artists may choose the category, if the work is undefined.

Works on canvas (oils, acrylics, etc.on traditional canvas)

Works on paper (drawings, prints, watercolors, etc.)

Color photography

Black & White photography

Enhanced photography (photographs that have been significantly enhanced,
altered, and/or manipulated whether by computer software, by hand or by other
methods)

Computer art (hard copy of computer-generated work. Components may consist
of other mediums-photography, drawing, etc.-but the computer must be the
principal art form)

Sculpture & Ceramics (a three-dimensional form using clay, metal, wood, etc.)
